Prompt attendance is required. Any student who arrives after the roll is called will be counted as tardy.  Three such tardies will be considered as one (1) absence in determining drop grades. No student will be admitted late into the classroom on test days.

If you miss no more than four (4) class periods (MWF),or  two (2) (TR), FOR ANY AND ALL REASONS, your lowest Test score will be dropped before averaging your final grade.  You will also benefit from rounding your grades.

BUT

If you miss five (5) or more class periods (MWF), three (3) (TR) for any and all reasons, then all Test scores will be used in determining your final grade.

AND

If you miss more than six (6) scheduled classes (MWF) or four (4) (TR) you will be dropped from class with a final grade of “F”. Failure to take the final exam will result in a grade of “F” for the course.
